However to help diminish the difference for some pupils, against their peers nationally, it is required that they make better than expected progress across the year. [bookmark: _GoBack]Compared to previous data drop, more classes making better progress for pupil premium children despite lockdown. 

Significant difference between data from previous years and Spring data. Attainment is cohort dependent and Pupil premium children have clearly been significantly impacted by the initial lockdown, high numbers of children isolating and two classes isolating in March as well as lockdown and partial school closure from January- March 8th. The progress data indicates that children are making good progress towards the age related expectations and that systems and procedures are beginning to have an impact. The next closure of school is expected to have less impact due to changes in the way home learning is operating. Children have been given home learning which is mostly paper based and regular engagement is high. A significant proportion of the school are in class bubbles in school and vulnerable children are being targeted. Phone calls home as well as daily feedback and emails from class teachers is supporting progress while children are not in school. When pupil premium data is compared to whole class progress, it is very positive with 66% of classes outperforming or equalling whole class progress.
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
